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EXPERIENCE OF THE IMPLEMENTATION
OF NON-FORMAL ADULT EDUCATION IN THE UNITED KINGDOM
OF GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND

The article considers the experience of non-formal adult education in the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland (the UK). Non-formal adult education in the UK is regarded as a structural component of lifelong
education that complements the formal education and is a powerful tool for the sustainable development of society
and the potential of each adult, increasing their competitiveness in the labour market. The strategic objectives of non-
formal adult education in the UK are the comprehensive development of personal culture, satisfaction of educational
and aesthetic needs; overcoming the generation gap; assistance in the adaptation of the individual to society;
compensation for the lack of formal education; development of the need for education, the ability to self-learning,
to know oneself and one’s abilities.

The author states that non-formal education in the UK is provided by a network of the institutions (universities,
colleges, schools, educational centres, non-governmental organisations, etc.) that implement modern and innovative
forms of non-formal learning. Main forms of non-formal adult education in the UK are characterized (professional
courses, trainings, apprenticeships, massive open online courses, etc.); examples of educational programmes and
courses at British universities are given. Innovative methods of non-formal adult education in the UK are modeling
and observation of practice, display of learning outcomes (final portfolio, skills passport), profiling, resumes (Europass
platform and others), learning portfolios, certified volunteering, assessment by request, structured interviews, oral
assessment and personal projects.

According to the study of the experience of the implementation of non-formal adult education in the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, it is concluded that the adult education system is oriented towards
the formation of rapid adaptation of the population to socio-economic challenges and is aimed at the implementation
of state policy in the fields of employment, social security, economic growth and competitiveness of citizens
of the country.
